2018 Fisk Campus Master Plan

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Located just west of the downtown Nashville loop and along historic Jefferson Street, this master plan was a
collaborative effort between the Metropolitan Development and Housing Agency and Fisk University. The
two entities are intertwined along with private land owners to make up this urban neighborhood of just
over 20 city blocks. The master plan is bounded to the north by Interstate 40, to the east by Interstate 65, to
the south by the CSX Railway, and to the west by D.B. Todd Jr. Boulevard. One key focus of the plan looks at
how the aging public housing of Andrew Jackson Courts could be replace with new and more dense urban
housing. Another focus was to look at a 20 year growth plan for Fisk University and where new student
housing, academic, buildings, and performance arts facilities could be located as well as creating new
gateway entrances and neighborhood indentification markers.
